LOS ANGELES, CA. – Nearly 200 families participated in the Winter Wonderland event at California Hospital Medical Center on December 17th, which provided holiday festivities and recreational games for children ages 2-18 years old.  This multi-cultural event celebrated family and community with children making snowflakes, playing games, performing skits and enjoying face painting. Parents joined them in songs and special holiday tamales. In addition, over 250 board games were given to families to promote quality time spent with loved ones.
